WORK FOR HIRE AGREEMENT (the "Agreement") is made as of ______ by and between xxxxx (the CLIENT), and xxxxxx (the ARTIST) whereas the ARTIST is willing and able to provide such art services and develop such artwork for xxxxxx (the Project) in accordance with the terms recited herein. The parties hereto agree as follows: 

ARTIST AKNOWLEDGEMENT 

The CLIENT hereby retains the services of Artist to provide certain art related services in connection with the Project, including the creation and development of ideas, artwork, designs, plans, documents, concepts, inventions, devices, samples, prototypes, and improvements (Artwork).

The Project shall consist of xxxxxxx, consisting of xxxxxx pages of art. Agreements for the production of artwork future volumes shall be covered under new agreements.
In consideration of the CLIENT commissioning and ordering from the ARTIST Artwork and paying in full therefore, the ARTIST acknowledges, agrees, and confirms that the Artwork was created, prepared, or performed by ARTIST under commission from CLIENT for use as a contribution to a collective work and that, as such, the work was and is expressly agreed to be considered a work made for hire for purposes of all copyright laws. The CLIENT retains all copyright and right to adapt and exploit the Project.
The ARTIST agrees to create, develop, and provide artwork to the CLIENT. The ARTIST acknowledges that the Artwork is an original creation of the ARTIST, and that the CLIENT desires said Artwork for publication, promotion and distribution of the Project.
TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

The Agreement begins on the date of signing and ends on when the ARTIST has provided a maximum of xxxxxxx pages of hi-rez (300 dpi) digital files of color Artwork. The term for royalties shall be five years from the date of publication. Publication date may be the date on which the Project appears in digital or print form for the first time.
ARTIST RESPONSIBILITY
The ARTIST shall deliver a rough draft (low quality jpeg) of each page of Artwork based on the agreed script provided by the CLIENT, and additional input via email. The ARTIST will then deliver low-rez thumbnails of the final pages for approval by the CLIENT.
The CLIENT will give written approval to move forward with the completed Artwork with revisions. The CLIENT will be limited to 3 revisions per illustration on each page, any additional revision will require charge beyond the original rates at maximum 2 additional revisions.

COST AND COMPENSATION

In full consideration for the services performed by Artist under the terms of this Agreement, the CLIENT agrees to compensate the ARTIST $xxxxx USD per page of completed Artwork. Payment will be held per page, upon completion of each 20 pages. Payment maximum due date is 15 days after completion of final revisions. 

Payment will be handled via Transferwise once low-rez versions of final artwork have been seen and approved. Any transfer fee incurred will be paid by client.
Final Artwork files will be delivered as high-resolution .tiff by cloud drive (dropbox or Google Drive) no more than 15 days after the receipt of final payment. 

The ARTIST is entitled to royalties in the amount of %25 of that which is received by the CLIENT for the sale and otherwise exploitation of the delivered Project Artwork. For the avoidance of doubt, the CLIENT agrees to send the ARTIST %25 of all income generated from the sale of the online or print version of the Project for 5 years (60 months) from the date of first publication. These royalties are only paid from profits from the Project, and excludes money generated from adaptations such as but not limited to TV or film rights, video games or merchandise. The ARTIST has the right to request proof of Project print and digital income at any time. The CLIENT has the right to transfer funds on a monthly basis unless funds are less than $50, at which point funds will accumulate and be sent the following month.
OWNERSHIP RIGHTS
It is understood and agreed that Artwork is being developed by ARTIST for the sole and exclusive use of the CLIENT that shall be deemed to be the sole and exclusive owner of all right, title, and interest therein, including all copyright and proprietary rights relating thereto.  All work performed by Artist on Projects and all Artwork generated in connection therewith is and shall be considered as "Works Made for Hire" (as defined under the U.S. Copyright Laws) and, as such, shall be owned by and for the benefit of the CLIENT.

The CLIENT has the right to use or not use Artwork and to use, reproduce, re-use, alter, modify, edit, or change Artwork as it sees fit and for any purpose.

The ARTIST has the indefinine right to make and sell prints of the Artwork, as well as reproductions of the Artwork on merchandise for sale, or license the work to a third party. The ARTIST may post the image on personal websites and use the work for self promotion. Use of the name xxxxxx by the ARTIST is allowed on a non-commerical (promotional) basis. 

The ARTIST may sell images and merchandise branded with the name xxxxxx only with the writen consent of CLIENT. 

TERMINATION
The CLIENT shall have the absolute right to terminate this Agreement on no notice to Artist should ARTIST fail to deliver the Artwork to the CLIENT in a form acceptable to the CLIENT.

If any single page of artwork goes through 2 rounds of additional paid revisions, CLIENT will have the option of discontinuing artwork with ARTIST, and plea for contract avoidance.

If--for any reason--CLIENT failed to fulfill the payment on the maximum due date, ARTIST will have the option of discontinuing artwork with CLIENT, and plea for contract avoidance.

This agreement will be officially void, only when all payment obligations for approved Artwork pages have been fulfilled and the term has been exceeded.
Any artwork not completed by ____________ will be considered delinquent and not subject to this agreement. The CLIENT is not required to pay for delinquent artwork that is not completed on time. A new agreement must be signed. 
GENERAL TERMS
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties, and revokes and supersedes all prior agreements between the parties and is intended as a final expression of their Agreement. It can be amended to include up to an additional 10 pages in writing via email specifically referring to this Agreement. 

This Agreement shall take precedence over any other documents that may be in conflict therewith.

By signing below, the ARTIST acknowledges acceptance of the terms specified herein and, by tendering payment to ARTIST, CLIENT acknowledges receipt of the Artwork and acceptance of terms herein specified.
